The bleeding module comes with several simulated
accessories used specifically in bleeding situations: a spray
catheter for irrigation of bleeding mucosa and a bipolar
coagulation probe for irrigation and coagulation. Other Gl
Mentor tools including an injection needle and a cold snare
for clot removal are also used for treatment of bleeding
pathologies.
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The module includes 10 varied virtual patient cases and
a module book containing medical information on each
patient. The situations presented include: ulcers, tumors,
Dieulafoy’s lesions and spurting arteries. Also depicted
in the cases are blood discharges from an ulcer’s

or tumor’s borders and blood flow from the clot’s edges
or the protruding submucosal vessel. The cases were
created in collaboration with Doctors Sven Adamsen
and Saren Meisner of Bispebjerg Hospital, Copenhagen,

Denmark.
